Spanish as a Foreign Language

Course instruction is designed to increase competency in the areas of
reading, writing, and listening comprehension and oral expression. By
the end of the course, students gain the capacity to comprehend
spoken Spanish to a greater extent, carry-out conversations on a
variety of subjects, and construct simple and complex orations in the
present, past and future tenses. Lessons emphasize real life situations
and revolve around activities such as debates, role playing, reading
and writing assignments, and game-based teaching strategies, which
allow students to apply their acquired knowledge of vocabulary and
grammatical structure.
